Ministers dated July 29, 2005. By the Resolution of the President of 

the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PQ-4911 "On the Establishment of 

the Fergana Medical Institute of Public Health" dated December 3, 

2020, the Fergana Medical Institute of Public Health was 

established on the basis of the Fergana branch of the Tashkent 

Medical Academy.
